

NOTICE OF CONFIRMATION OF PUBLIC PATH ORDER

TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING ACT 1990 SECTION 257

AND PARAGRAPH 1 OF SCHEDULE 14

RUSHCLIFFE BOROUGH COUNCIL STANTON ON THE WOLDS FOOTPATH NO. 3
PUBLIC PATH DIVERSION ORDER 2024
On 17th May 2024 Rushcliffe Borough Council confirmed the above Order as an unopposed Order.  The effect of the Order as confirmed is to divert the section of Stanton on the Wolds Footpath No.3 commencing at Commencing from a point, SK 6285 3029, at the junction with the remainder of Stanton on the Wolds Footpath No.3 and proceeding for a distance of approximately 240 metres in a general south-southeast direction to a point, SK 6293 3007, at the junction with the remainder of Stanton on the Wolds Footpath No.3, with a width of 2 metres throughout on a grassed surface, as shown by a bold dashed line on the order map.

If any person aggrieved by the Order desires to question its validity or that of any provision contained in it on the ground that it is not within the powers of the above Act, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act or any regulation made under it has not been complied with in relation to the confirmation of the Order, they may apply to the High Court for any of these purposes under Section 287 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 within six weeks from the date on which the notice is first published as required by paragraph 7 of Schedule 14 to the Act
